	No cons except students do not always understand they can register for both even though we produce one class schedule booklet with all the information pages referring to both terms, and send individual letters to them with the priority reg schedule and attempt to make it clear that the priority reg period is for both terms.  #1 pro is that students can set their schedules for both terms so they know exactly what is offered and what they can get into for the 2nd term.  Our one Class Schedule booklet includes black tabs for Winter, Spring, Online, and Non-credit course listings located at different levels on the pages.  This makes it easy to find the various terms and types of courses.

I would prefer to be able to register for Summer and Fall at the same time, but we do not because it causes complications of fees charged and paid in separate fiscal years for our finance folks.  So registration for Summer begins in early May, and registration for Fall begins July 5 after late reg for summer is over.  There are pros and cons to this method.

	we register Intersession and Spring together.  Intersession is a 4 week term that starts right before Spring.  We used to have Summer and Fall together, but changed it a couple of years back.  The pros for us were that you get everyone through at the same time, but 
	the cons were:
1.  The schedule has to be out really early and it will not be as accurate.
2.  The registration cycle will be very long and in the middle of summer there is not really an opportunity to have enrollment events because all the "good" classes have been filled. 
	
	As far as planning for the next term, our fall schedule comes out while students are in summer courses, so they can see what is coming.  The online schedule for us is available a few weeks before the printed schedule.  Actually, some of our students have found a way to see the online schedule way before we officially roll it out.

	By separating the summer and fall registration cycles, we have the opportunity to have focused enrollment events for the fall, which we could not do before.  We also have a cleaner drop for non payment process and students don't forget that they enrolled "way back when" for both terms.  One con about separating cycles is that you will have increased costs for printing more regsitration cards and separate schedules for each cycle.  However, one benefit is that divisions have more time to develop a schedule for the upcoming terms.  
	Having summer fall and intersession/spring registration cycles work pretty well for us.  If you have any other questions, let me know.  I do the registration cycle calendaring here at AVC.

	Yes, Summer and Fall
	We do for Summer and Fall terms.  Have not considered Fall and Spring for the following reasons:  1.We start registration in March for the Summer and Fall terms.  2. The biggest down to this is that we have a large number of FA students that register in March but never show up I the Fall.  This requires long waitlists and gives us a false reading of true seats sold.  3.  Time factor may well come into play with deregistering students after Academic standings are published after the term.  4.  We are bound to the summer and fall do to our push in the high schools (we visit each high school in the spring with a full team to register etc… we do get in the neighborhood of 4000 full time students so this is hard to change our path).
